Who Won This Election?

The “gray” candidate won the popular vote by
540,520 votes. Out of 110,826,000 voters, this
represents only 0.5% of the voters.

The “white” candidate won the electoral college
by 5 electoral votes, meaning the “white”
candidate won the election according to United
States law.
